The cost of each ringtone will continue to be the same with no premium charged for the input method. Although initially intended only to search for ringtones, ultimately the service is designed to be expanded to search much bigger music databases, ideal for those consumers with phones enabled to play MP3 audio tracks.

Initially available on Cricket Communications, a network operator in the US with over one and a half million subscribers, the service will be available to other US network operators.
